1700 - 1900  in ruin and uninhabited. In late 18C purchased by Harries Trevacoon, in 1800 by Rees Stokes of Cuffern in which family it remained until 1899 when it was sold to J.W.Philipps of Lydstep (the future Viscount St Davids).

1900 - 1902  restoration.

1929   transferred in trust to son Hon. Jestyn Reginald Austen Plantagenet Philipps who sold in 1954 to Whitfield, son of Baron Kenswood who lived there for a while.

1965   death of Baron Kenswood.

Sale to Hollis McLure Baker, a US furniture manufacturer.

Now divided into appartments.

(PRO  Leaflet, undated and without name of author or publisher, about Roch Castle and its history.)

Viscount St. Davids married Baroness Strange of Knokin (1426) Hungerford and De Moleyns (1299?), a baroness in her own right who was born 1884.

wall, near the entrance, is a war memorial rescued from the Wesleyan chapel. It records the death of two sons in World War I. (1).  Arched pedestrian entrance to left. (2).

In the churchyard is a memorial stone to the 1st Viscount St Davids and his wife (5) and a cast iron, filled in with concrete, cross memorial to people drowned at sea in 1947. (6 and 7).

Massive “battlemented” gate piers. (3). Drive sweeping across manicured lawns and curving out of sight to the right. (4).  Shrubs and small trees - 20C plantings. The eastern slopes are native woodland.

Visit to Roch church on 21st October 1999.
